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 Easter. We all have memories of 
bunnies, candy, new cloths, and family 
food. Other memories may include going 
to church and singing some great Easter 
hymns and smelling the lilies. As people 
of faith, these mark moments in our life, 
but they are not necessarily, what the 
season is to be. This year we have made a 
concerted effort to look at Lent and Easter 
a little different.  
 
 We did not want this to be just 
another Lent that we gave something up, 
just to pick it up and indulge on Easter, or 
to pick something up, simply to let it fall 
into disuse about May. Instead of focusing on the traditional Lenten 
Biblical stories, we have focused on scripture and practices that remind 
us how we should live out our faith, as resurrection people. We even 
took the radical step of adjusting our Sunday schedule on March 21, to 
make a bold statement, to ourselves and the community, that worship is 
not just about gathering in building and singing songs and giving and 
hearing sermons, but it is about going as good neighbors and make a 
tangible difference in people’s lives. We know that we are gathered in 
worship, to be scattered in living service. This is a Biblical principle 
from Genesis to Revelation. We, as resurrection people are scattered into 
the community and our world, in service in Christ’s name and image, to 
go be and make disciples of Jesus Christ. Our worship propels us into the 
lives of those around us, for Christ’s sake. 
 
 This Sunday is Easter. For some new Easter clothes may be 
purchased, or others the annual selection of favorite candy and food will 
be secured and devoured. These will be enjoyed, as will our Sunday 
worship in two formats that help more people connect with God. 
Worship will include our Lily Cross and spring flowers, Easter music,  

the Easter message, and gathering with friends and family as we seek to worship the risen savior! However, let us be 
careful that we do not gauge our Easter solely on the external stuff of Easter, like that. May we be more energized by the 
resurrection power of that first Easter, that is being lived out in the lives of people of faith that build relationships with 
those who do not have faith yet, engaging in spiritual discussions, and showing the care and love as we serve those we 
come into contact with. Let the risen Christ be so much of a reality in our lives that we cannot help but to fall more in love 
with God that we are better neighbors, citizens, and family members. Then Easter will not simply be a day of good food, 
flowers, candy, and worship celebrations; but it will be the daily reality of how we, as God’s people, season the world in 
which we live!
