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It is wonderful to see the vibrant greens, 

whites, yellows, pinks and other various 

colors of spring. A quiet morning is 

disturbed by sounds of animals nest 

building and food gathering.

Church lobby is a meeting place

 People used to call it a narthex. Most people today 
know it as the lobby. It is the space just outside the worship area 
— and it‘s more important than ever. 
 If your church is older, chances are you have to go up 
steps and go through a small lobby to get to worship. That‘s the 
way they used to build churches. Some church experts, including 

myself, believe that few church buildings with steps will be 
operating in the year 2025. Only a few with a small lobby will 
exist as well. Why? 
 Our culture has changed on the issue of fellowship. 
Have you noticed that the men‘s or women‘s fellowship group 
has almost disappeared? Most of those groups that do exist are 

near extinction, based on the age of those who attend. 
 Today, people network in motion. Another way to say 
it: they fellowship on the way ―to something else.‖ Rather than 
go to the church basement for a group gathered for the purpose 
of fellowship, people greet their friends on the way from the 
parking lot to the sanctuary and from the sanctuary to the 

parking lot. 
 That‘s why thousands of churches are expanding their 
lobbies, adding comfortable furniture, and, in some cases, 
providing a coffee shop. 
 
Focus on these issues: 

• The way people connect has changed. Provide lobby space 
and your church will be friendlier. 

• Is it worth the construction bill? Probably, especially if you 
can lose the steps too. 

• Provide flavored coffee, juice, fruit, and bottled water, if you 
want the younger crowd to linger. 

• You can‘t make too much space. Notice that in newer 
hospitals, airports, and shopping malls, the hallways are 
wider. 

• Make room for comfortable furniture. It is important for 
ministry. 

 
 

New Hot Beverage Machines 
 We now have 2 new hot beverage machines in the 

narthex for use on Sunday mornings and special church 

occasions.  These machines are our way of expanding our 

Christian hospitality and saying ―welcome‖ and ―please feel at 

home‖ at Trinity.  A donation box is mounted between the 

beverages for those who would like to help us defray the cost of 

these hot beverages. 

  The Trustees have collaborated with Snyder 

Distributors to help us extend our hospitality options. 

 We did not buy the machines; Snyder Distribution 
provides them and services them. We continue to buy the 
product, coffee,  as we have been, only from them.  
 The machines are turned off when not in use, so not just 
anyone can use them. If groups want to use them, they are here 
to extend our hospitality, simply schedule them with Hazel. 

 We are in need of people signing up to clean up after 

the 2
nd

 worship time on Sunday mornings.  Clean up takes 

approximately 20-30 minutes.   

 

 

“The Gift of Appreciation” 
An Epistle from Bishop Mike 

 It happens about 3 or 4 

times each month.  In a 

conversation with a pastor, he or 

she will tell me, ―I really love my 

appointment, my church is doing 

well, and I think our people are 

pleased with my ministry, but I 

never receive any appreciation 

from them.‖  The gift of 

appreciation seems to be a lost art 

in our culture, especially in the 

church.  We are quick to complain, 

to criticize, to point out mistakes, 

and even to send nasty e-mails or 

notes.  But we are slow to offer 

words or simple gestures of appreciation. 

As I look back over my years of ministry, I remember how many 

times a kind note, or a simple ―thank you,‖ or an appreciative 

word during a trying week meant so much to me.  I have even 

kept a file of what I call ―nice notes‖ that people have sent to 

me, and it is affirming to read those comments once in a while.  I 

remember early in my ministry when we had small children, the 

Pastor-Parish Relations Committee of our church gave us a gift 

certificate at a nice restaurant and a ―certificate‖ for them to 

provide child-care.  They said, ―Sometime during a dreary week 

in January or February, use this to take Marsha out for a quiet 

evening and we will take care of your kids.‖  What a wonderful 

gift!  It was not a huge expense, but it sure did affirm our 

marriage and our family, and it showed how much they 

understood the pressures of ministry and how much they 

appreciated me (and my family). 

I guess I am calling for us to offer appreciation to one another: 

 senior pastors thanking their staff, especially other 

clergy on their staff  

 PPPR Committees offering gestures of appreciation to 

their pastors and staff  

 clergy thanking the laity who faithfully serve and lead 

in their churches  

 district superintendents sending notes or e-mails to 

affirm the hard work and good ministry of their pastors 

and churches  

 bishops saying ―Thank you‖ to pastors and laity who 

volunteer and work in the conference  

 all of us taking the time to thank the waitress at the 

restaurant, the housekeeper at the motel, the police and 

fire and soldiers who protect us, the teachers who teach 

our children, the laborers who work for us, etc. and etc.  

Appreciation is a gift that we all need to offer … and to receive.  

It is a gift which often costs us very little, but it is so rewarding 

and so affirming.

    Rom. 1:25: They exchanged the truth of God for a 
lie, and worshiped and served created things rather 
than the Creator... (NIV).

Word At Home 
Scripture:   John 10:22-30 

    Thoughts:"My Sheep recognize my voice." Jesus 

words rang out to the Jewish leaders who kept 

confronting his existence as the Messiah. "The 

Father and I are one, " Jesus said to them. This was 

perhaps the most difficult statement for the leaders 

of the temple to believe. Beyond any doubt Jesus 

knew his sheep, and they knew him as their Messiah. 

The Jewish leaders were not among those believers 

of Jesus and this was a true source of contention.  

    Discussion:  John conveys the fact that this 

passage takes place in winter when Jesus was in the 

temple during the Festival of Dedication. The leaders 

were not amused by Jesus' words, " The proof (of 

who I am) is in what I do and it is in the name of my 

Father." In the leaders' minds this was just cause for 

stoning Him to death! They felt threatened and their 

only defense was to destroy the one who threatened 

their positions for they truly could not hear the 

truth or believe it. Why do we want to hurt others 

who seem to threaten our position? What does 'my 

sheep recognize my voice' mean? 

    Activities:  Make a list of ways we can hear 

Jesus voice?  

Think about this: As parents, are we not intuitively 

aware when our children cry out in their sleep? How 

are we awakened? We are, in a sense, like the 

shepherd protecting our sheep, just as Jesus 

protects his own flock. As a true believer we can 

recognize His "tone" just as we recognize our child's 

"tone" when he calls out to us. When you here Jesus, 

what does his "tone" sound like to you? How do your 

know it is Jesus? 
  



Haiti News 
 

 

Carolyn Veit is a missionary in Haiti that Trinity Church supports.  The following letter was received from Carolyn this 

week: 

 

 

Feb. 9, 2010  Port au Prince, Haiti 

 

Please forgive the simple way I will write in sending this newsletter.  No photos attached as I am sure you have seen more 

than enough on tv; and on the other hand, I am unable to download the photos I have onto this.  I had intentions to write 

earlier; but was, frankly and honestly…very busy.  If you don‘t mind, I will give you ‗my story‘… 

 

On Jan. 12, I had planned to go to the grocery store; but decided to put it off to the next afternoon as a friend asked a favor 

of me to take her across town to look at some stuff a couple had for sale.  We got there at 4:45 and were in the house when 

the earthquake struck just minutes later.  I was able to huddle in the doorframe of the kitchen; with the patio walls behind 

me and a porch ledge above.  I remember the concrete falling; a ferocious load roar, and a wind full of white dust.  For what 

felt like an eternity…it never seemed to end.  The quake just shook us violently.  I ended up with a broken bone in my foot, 

2 fractured ribs, and bruises on my back, hip, and legs…but, I was alive. 

 

Within minutes, all of the Americans in the immediate area joined on the driveway; we had the only ‗safe‘ driveway…and 

there we sat, in the dark, until we were rescued at 5:00 a.m. the next day.  In the group of people I had to attend was a lady 

with a head injury, many fractured limbs, many lacerations.  I did what first aid and care I could; and then we sat all night; 

watching the constellations, praying it would not rain when the clouds were heavy, and listened to the wails and cries of 

thousands of people coming from all directions.  We sat through 17 aftershocks that night; and waited. 

 

The US Embassy rescued us at 5:00 a.m.; my car was fine, with just a few dents, so I positioned myself between the 2 

embassy vehicles, and we caravanned across the hills and onto a main road where we finally, an hour later, made it to the 

embassy.  The UN and Haitian police has cleared the road enough for 1 car to pass through between lines of damaged cars 

with dead bodies still laying in them.  We saw dust covered bodies and debris everywhere; it was surreal. 

 

For nearly 6 days I worked nonstop; to take care of injured people.  What you saw on tv…that is a sampling of what I did.  

One person after another…everyday became a set of different sets of patients, until they found only the dead…then my load 

essentially stopped…and now the focus is prevention of disease and supplying basic human needs. 

 

My home fared well; everything that could break did; windows, glasses, kitchenware; lamps…the security wall surrounding 

the house fell; the neighbor‘s house fell on the front of mine and only broke the porch and steps.  Now waiting for the rest 

of their house to fall before my landlord fixes up my place.  We do not have electricity as my entire neighborhood has so 

much damage; there are people who just walk through the yard and look…so for safety and comfort reasons, am living with 

another family until it is more secure to be back in my house. 

 

Everyone is hoping that this terrible event will bring about positive change in Haiti; but already the people are back to 

rebuilding on the same insecure spots with shoddy materials.  They believe that God will not let anything bad happen twice.  

I know for me, that it was the hand of God that saved me on Jan. 12, 2010.  I can only praise Him for sending His angels to 

cover me as the concrete fell.
